Dear Mayor Williams: 
  
This report is to inform you of the results of an investigation that was conducted by 
Special Agent Larry R. Carr, of this Office, concerning Wilson Worjloh, a resident of 
the District of Columbia, and a claimant with the D.C. Department of Employment 
Services (DOES). 
  
This investigation revealed that Worjloh fraudulently received $10,706 in 
Unemployment Insurance (UI) benefits by falsely certifying on the DOES mail-in 
claim cards that he was unemployed between February 1999 and March 2001.  
Worjloh used the U.S. Mail to return the mail-in claim cards and to receive the UI 
benefit checks.   
 
On April 22, 2005, Worjloh entered a guilty plea to one count of First Degree Fraud 
in violation of 22 D.C. Code §§ 3221 and 3222(b)(2).  The Honorable Judge Eric P. 
Christian, District of Columbia Superior Court, sentenced Worjloh to 180 days 
confinement (suspended), 2 years probation, and a restitution payment of $3,953 to be 
paid by August 1, 2005.
