Dear Mayor Williams:

This report is to inform you of the results of an investigation that was conducted by
Special Agent Bryan D. Chase of this Office concerning Lorelle Dance, a former
business manager employed at D.C. Public Schools (DCPS).

This investigation revealed that Dance, who for years handled contracting duties for
several D.C. elementary schools, steered work to two Maryland companies owned by
former contractor Charles Wiggins. Dance used the District government issued credit
card to purchase more than $360,000 in work from Wiggins. In exchange, Dance
received nearly $40,000 from 2001 to 2003. In many instances the companies were paid
even though they never performed the work.

On August 31, 2006, the Honorable John D. Bates, United States District Court for the
District of Columbia, sentenced Dance to 18 months in prison, 36 months supervised
probation, and was fined $100.00 for special assessment.
